HAZARDOUS WASTE (CONTROL OF
EXPORT, IMPORT AND TRANSIT) ACT 1997
(AMENDMENT OF SCHEDULE) REGULATIONS 2024

In exercise of the powers conferred by section 48(1) and (3) of the Hazardous Waste
(Control of Export, Import and Transit) Act 1997, the Minister for Sustainability and the
Environment makes the following Regulations:

Citation and commencement

1. These Regulations are the Hazardous Waste (Control of Export, Import and
Transit) Act 1997 (Amendment of Schedule) Regulations 2024 and come into operation
on 1 January 2025.

Amendment of Schedule

2. In the Hazardous Waste (Control of Export, Import and Transit) Act 1997, in the
Schedule —

Wastes arising from the processing of
waste  electrical and  electronic
equipment or waste components of
electrical and electronic equipment
(e.g. fractions arising from shredding or
dismantling), and not containing and
not contaminated with  Annex I
constituents to an extent that the waste
exhibits an Annex III characteristic,
unless covered by another entry in
Annex II or by an entry in Annex IX.”;

electrical and electronic equipment.”;

(g) 1n Annex IX, delete items B1110 and B4030; and
(h) 1in Annex IX, in the Notes, delete paragraphs 3, 4 and 5.
